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Program Introduction:

The scientific planning committee found that there is a shortage in the number of skilled laboratory
professionals who screen pap smears, a preventable disease with a high success rate when
detected early. To address this shortage, the scientific planning committee identified gaps in the
knowledge, skills and attitude of the intended target audience (though surveys, focus groups and
direct request from the audience) in i) anatomy, embryology, cytomorphology and
pathophysiology of the female genital tract. ii) cytomorphologic features of commonly encountered
cell types and microorganisms seen in female genital tract. iii) the Bethesda System for Reporting
Cervical Cytopathology. iv) different cytology processing techniques and best practices.
Therefore, a specialized professional program (SPP) was developed. This SPP in Gynecologic
Cytopathology Screening shall deliver virtual lectures (Theoretical sessions) and virtual pap
smears (Practical sessions) to the target audience in the whole Kingdom of Saudi Arabia through
the Anatomic Pathology and Histo-Cytotechnology Virtual Academy (APHC VA). Virtual slides will
allow for real time screening of pap smears using a light microscope, and also serve as a tool to

enhance screeners’ digital pathology skills.

Program Objectives:

The overall objective of this SPP is to enroll the target audience in a well-structured
comprehensive training program certified by the SCFHS in gynecologic cytopathology. After
successful completion of the training and passing the final exams, the graduates will:

e Be able to identify the anatomy, embryology, cytomorphology and
pathophysiology of the female genital tract and corresponding cellular
manifestations which provide diagnostic information.

o Be able to describe the cytomorphologic features of commonly encountered cell
types and microorganisms seen in female genital tract specimens.

o Be able to interpret and diagnose pap smears using the Bethesda System for
Reporting Cervical Cytopathology.

e Be able to recognize pap smears different processing techniques.

e Be able to recognize national and international standards in the pre-analytical,
analytical and post-analytical phases pertaining to pap smears and cytology
laboratories.

e Be able to analyze and summarize published papers in cytopathology.
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Program Outcome:

After successful completion of the training and passing the final exams, the trainees will function
as gynecologic cytopathology screeners (Pap smears screeners) using a light microscope or a
virtual slide, and aid in the early detection of cervical cancer in Saudi Arabia filling the shortage

in the number of laboratory professionals in this field.

Program Rational.:

The 2030 Vision of Saudi Arabia outlines a comprehensive plan to transform the nation. One of
its key objectives is to improve the value and accessibility of healthcare services for all citizens.
Having a specialized professional program in gynecologic cytopathology programs directly aligns
with this vision. By creating a dedicated workforce of pap smear screeners, Saudi Arabia can

significantly improve access to cervical cancer screening.

Currently, Saudi Arabia faces a shortage of certified cytotechnologists (less than 50 certified
cytotechnologists). This lack of specialists forces many hospitals to forego pap smear screening
altogether. Patients seeking this service are often directed to specialized centers, creating a

logistical hurdle and potentially delaying diagnosis.

Cytotechnologists play a critical role in expediting the screening process and optimizing
pathologist workload. The vast majority of pap smears (over 95% according to published studies)
are negative for intraepithelial lesions or malignancy. Cytotechnologists, with their specialized
training and after screening certain numbers of cases assigned by their employers, can screen
and release these negative cases according to the CAP, freeing up pathologists to focus on
complex and potentially cancerous samples. This specialized professional program shall deliver

well trained pap smears screeners to help fill the gap of the shortage in cytotechnologists.

This streamlined approach translates to faster turnaround times for patients, allowing for earlier
intervention when necessary. Furthermore, a robust workforce of cytotechnologists will enable
hospitals to offer pap smear screening services, significantly increasing access for women across

the country.
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Program Vision:

The program addresses and provides strong knowledge related to screening gynecologic

cytopathology specimens (pap smears) in i) anatomy, embryology, cytomorphology and

pathophysiology of the female genital tract. ii) cytomorphologic features of commonly encountered

cell types and microorganisms seen in female genital tract. iii) the Bethesda System for Reporting

Cervical Cytopathology. iv) different cytology processing techniques and best practice.

Program Mode of Delivery:

All lectures (Theoretical sessions) and virtual slides (Practical sessions) will be delivered

virtually through the accredited APHC virtual academy.

o The APHC virtual academy that is owned and managed by the Saudi Society of
Cytotechnology and Histotechnology, and accredited by the NELC and SCFHS as

an e-learning platform; https://aphc.ssch.org.sal.

Zoom webinar will be used in meeting sessions through the APHC virtual academy to
allow attendees to meet with the instructor on a weekly basis for a minimum of three hours
for an “in-depth” lecture and to explore and practice virtual slides screening. Virtual slides
will be uploaded to pathpresenter.com and direct link will be shared with the attendees
through the APHC virtual academy.

Final written (theoretical) and practical exam at the participating laboratories venues; final
written exam will be provided through the APHC virtual academy (from the questions
bank), and the final practical exam will be on 20 glass slides at participating laboratories
(schedule to be assigned after the start of the course).

Virtual slide exam will be every 4 weeks; a link to screen the slide will be provided and the

attendees will be asked to answer questions through the APHC virtual academy.

o Unsatisfactory. NILM, Microorganisms, Reactive changes, ASC-US, ASC-H, LSIL,

HSIL, AGC, AIS, Adenocarcinoma and Squamous carcinoma.

Program actual learning hours:

e 4 hours each week; 1 hour through APHC virtual academy and 3 hours through Zoom.

e Virtual academy one hour will be on a Pre-Lecture/summary that will help in reducing the
cognitive load of the actual lecture and have the trainees arrive better prepared allowing
for more in-depth class discussion.

e Total learning hours= 4 hours x 17 weeks = 68 hours
